What is abundantly clear is that the siting by EDF of a transport consolidation depot at Junction 24 M5, will
cause traffic chaos between J24 and the junction of the A38/A39 in the centre of Bridgwater itself.

As a resident of Cannington the last 50+yrs | am no stranger to Nuclear Power Stations and like many
residents am not particularly concerned about another one popping up on our coast, but | am very
concerned about the effects of the construction work on-our local roads. | have taken the trouble to visit
every consultation meeting which has been held in the village. | have to say that EDF have operated
these consultations as a box filling exercise paying very little attention to the concerns of residents.

| am very concerned for the following reasons:-

1. Our already overstretched road network is almost guaranteed to be gridlocked on regular
occasions with the increased traffic, this will not only make it difficult for those commuting to
and from work, but inhibit tradesmen from travelling to and from worksites and suppliers thus
increasing cost to customers. This will be greatly exacerbated at harvest time when the current
rash of tractor drawn loads of grain, are taken to the granary on the H.P. road. The roads are
now much busier that when the other two power stations were built.

2. The A39is the only realistic emergency route to the Power Station it is regularly closed by
serious traffic accidents. The quite possible scenario of a serious accident at Hinkley coinciding

with an accident on the A39 could be disastrous.

3. The last Public Enquiry into the construction of a C station stated that Cannington should not be
subjected to another build without a bypass.

The Consultation does not take into account the effects of construction traffic on our road network. The
only answer to Traffic and Safety considerations would be a Northern bypass from Dunball to the
Combwich road. Only in this way could the pressures on the Bridgwater communities be minimised.

My wife and I wish to object to the consultations carried out by EDF Energy and its
subsidiaries prior to the submission of the formal planning application.

The consultation has ignored the question of traffic in the village of Cannington where
we live. The information provided to Somerset County Council, Sedgemoor District
Council and the various parish councils is completely inadequate. A fact which these
Councils have vociferously complained about and is amply demonstrated by some of the

Councils having to commission consultants to carry out further investigations on their
behalf.

The road system from both junctions 23 and 24 of the M5 by means of the A38 and
A39 through Bridgwater and Cannington is simply not adequate to carry the traffic flows
that will be produced by the proposed development. These roads are major holiday
routes to West Somerset and North Devon and are frequently gridlocked now.
Furthermore when accidents occur, which, I regret to say, they frequently do,
sometimes with fatalities, the effect on the surrounding road systems is utterly chaotic.

I understand that the survey carried out by EDF which was circulated to about 1,000
residents and showed 85% of responents in favour of Hinkley Point C actually only
questioned an age range of 18 to 34 years of age only. This indicates either a cavalier
attitude to statistics or a deliberate mis-representation of the facts. In either case it is
completely flawed.

We call upon the Commission reject this application and require the applicant to
undertake full and meaningful consultations with all local authorities, interested groups
and residents and to provide full and clear information so that everyone can assess the
full impact that the proposed development will have upon the area and its residents.
