Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) Scoping Report - July 2010 and Supplementary
Information Report on Connection to the Onshore Electricity Transmission Network:
Proposed Offshore Wind Farm Off The Coast of Norfolk and Suffolk, East Anglia Offshore
Wind. Proposal submitted to IPC under The Infrastructure Planning (Environmental Impact
Assessment) Regulations 2009 Sl 2263

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the proposed scoping report for the Environmental
Impact Assessment (EIA) in relation to this development (your letter dated 1% October 2010).

EEDA's principal role is to improve the East of England region’s economic performance. Our main
concern with EIA scoping reports is therefore that they address whether or not the proposal will
help deliver sustainable economic development and regeneration in the East of England.

In our experience, scoping reports usually provide only limited reference to the ‘socio-economic’
impacts of the proposed development. EEDA considers that, given the scale of the proposed
development the scoping report should identify:

¢ the need for the development scheme
e the wider socio-economic benefits and costs (including an analysis of additionality — the
added value generated by the scheme, taking account value that would have happened
without the scheme), and
¢ an analysis of alternative options.
EEDA supports a region that is internationally competitive with a global reputation for innovation

and business growth that harnesses and develops the talents and creativity of all and is at the
forefront of a low carbon and resource efficient economy. In this context the impacts of the
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development on the headline regional ambitions as set out in the document ‘The Regional
Economic Strategy (Inventing our Future — Collective action for a sustainable economy, 2008)’ are
likely to be particularly significant and we request that, where appropriate, they are considered in
the EIA:

e Productivity and prosperity
Annual growth in real workplace-based GVA over 2008 — 2031
- Per capita at 2.3 per cent
- Per worker at 2.1 per cent

e Employment
Employment rate by 2031
- Working-age population at 80 per cent
- 16—74 population at 70 per cent

e Skills
Share of working-age population with qualifications by 2020 (aged 19 to state pension age)
- NVQ level 2 or equivalent qualification and above 90 per cent
- NVQ level 3 or equivalent qualification and above 68 per cent
- NVQ level 4 or equivalent qualification and above 40 per cent

e Inequality
Earnings
- Level of lower-quartile to average incomes by 2031 at 60 per cent

e Greenhouse gases
End-user-attributed CO2 emissions by 2031
- Reduction on 1990 baseline level by 60 per cent

e Water resources
Household per capita consumption of water
- Reduction on 2008 baseline level by 2030 by 20 per cent
- Per capita consumption in 2030 by 120 litres per head per day

In particular, the following strategic ambitions for the Great Yarmouth and Lowestoft sub-region
may also be relevant in assessing the impacts:

e development of the EastPort outer harbour to provide modern port facilities and major
employment opportunities
o delivery of major physical restructuring as set out in the 1st East area action plan.

Lowestoft and Great Yarmouth are identified as a priority area for regeneration within the region.
Both towns face a number of challenges due to past economic restructuring including low
employment, low population and low-skilled jobs. Therefore the delivery of major physical
restructuring as set out in the 1st East area action plan, which EEDA strongly supports, is likely to
be particularly significant and we request that, where appropriate it has been considered within the
EIA. Specific priorities include the regeneration of the river frontages of both towns and the
development of the Powerpark.

Supplementary Information on Connection to the Onshore Electricity
Transmission Network

This scoping report provides the following information —

¢ Information on the proposed connection location;
Possible route (within a broad corridor) for the infrastructure required to connect
East Anglia ONE to this location;

e An indication of the infrastructure required; and

e The potential effects.

The comments submitted by Essex County Council, Tendring District Council and
Colchester Borough Council represent officer views.

Further Studies

Throughout the Scoping Report reference is made to a range of studies. Page 2 — Para
1.2 refers to an initial desk top review that has been undertaken on the environmental
and technical constraints. The initial desk top reviews are welcomed; however it is
important that this information is presented in an informative manner. It is therefore
recommended that officers are provided with either a report highlighting the outcomes of
the review or an appreciation of how the desk top review will inform the studies.

Page 2 — Para 1.2 refers to strategic engineering and environmental studies that will be
undertaken within the corridor to identify the most appropriate route(s) for connection.
Similarly page 5 Para 1.5 refers to detailed routeing studies that are proposed and
preferred routeing options that will be discussed. Officers support these studies
however we welcome more information regarding the precise timescales, scope and
nature of these studies. It is recommended that officers from Essex County Council and
the Local Planning Authorities have an opportunity to inform the options for identifying
the most appropriate routes.

Appraisal Regarding Impact of Offshore and Onshore Wind Farm Development on
Aviation

It is recommended that due consideration is given the impact proposals for offshore
windfarms and ancillary onshore transmission networks may have on aviation. In
determining the broader environmental impacts of developments appropriate analysis
and assessment of aviation impacts should be considered.

Review of Relevant Plans and Programmes

The scoping report highlights the potential physical environmental, biological
environmental and human effects. In undertaking an Environmental Impact Assessment
it is anticipated that a review of relevant plans and programmes will be undertaken.
However the information presented in the Scoping Report fails to demonstrate any
evidence of this. Itis therefore strongly recommended that an appreciation of relevant
plans, policies and programmes is highlighted. Furthermore the scoping report should
highlight the potential impact/opportunity the development proposals may have on
emerging and adopted plans, policies and programmes e.g. Local Development
Frameworks and Shoreline Management Plans.

Mitigation Measures

The construction process will generate waste and an inevitable environmental impact. It
is therefore strongly recommended that the scoping report and future assessments
consider the likely waste that may be generated, the consequent environmental impact
and possible sustainable disposal of the waste material.

East Anglia ONE — Offshore Windfarm — Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)
Scoping Report — July 2010

The purpose of this Scoping Report is to address the EIA for the offshore elements of
the project including —

1) The proposed wind turbines;

2) Inter array cables;

3) Offshore substation platform(s); and
4) Meteorological monitoring mast(s).

It is important to note that all associated infrastructure, including export cable to shore,
landfall and onshore grid connection infrastructure will be the subject of a separate
Scoping Report. The key functions of this Scoping Report include —

e To present the key environmental issues and to propose an approach to data
gathering, data analysis and assessment for comment and agreement by key
regulators;

e To present key considerations such Appropriate Assessment, cumulative and in-
combination assessment and the consultation strategy; and

e To engage with the IPC, regulators and stakeholders in the EIA process, inviting
them to provide baseline information and to comment on the proposed approach
to EIA.

The comments submitted by Essex County Council, Tendring District Council and
Colchester Borough Council represent officer views.

Policy and Legislative Context

In developing the policy and legislative context it is important that it remains up to date
and relevant to East Anglia ONE. As officers we acknowledge that it is difficult to ensure
that the latest policy and legislation is included within the review as policy is consistently
being updated and revised. However it is recommended that the policy context refers to
the recently published HM Government National Infrastructure Plan 2010. The specific
chapter that is of relevance is chapter 4 section a related to energy infrastructure. This
chapter refers to National Government’s programme including a low carbon supply base
of energy for the long-term reduction in the dependence on imported hydrocarbons and
increased security of supply. Furthermore the plan also includes information related to
the methods and Government commitments.

Planning Context

The planning context primarily refers to terrestrial planning system. National
Government has recently published consultation documents highlighting revisions to the
Marine Planning System and the inter-relationship between the marine and terrestrial
planning system. It is therefore recommended that the planning context acknowledges
the marine planning system and likely impact the changes/transitional arrangements
may have in relation to determining the Anglia ONE proposal.

Timescales for Evidence Base Completion

Officers are particularly interested in the timescales for evidence base and key
consultation periods that the applicant is aiming for. It is recommended that officers are
aware of the project deadlines to determine whether information and technical
knowledge that officers within the respective authorities may have to inform the projects.
Page 26 refers to ground condition detailed studies yet to be completed.

Waste Arising

The construction process will generate waste and an inevitable environmental impact. It
is concluded that waste is likely to be generated from erecting the —

1) The proposed wind turbines;
2) Offshore substation platform(s); and
3) Meteorological monitoring mast(s).

Furthermore waste may also be generated from the inter array cables. It is therefore
strongly recommended that the scoping report and future assessments consider the
likely waste that may be generated, the consequent environmental impact and possible
sustainable disposal of the waste material.

Accessibility to the Offshore Construction Site

Page 31 highlights that the offshore construction work is proposed to commence in
2014/2015 with the preliminary engineering design work indicating that the offshore
construction period will last up to four years. The construction of East Anglia ONE is
currently scheduled to take place throughout the year. Officers support the need to
ensure that there are safe working conditions and appreciate that the marine
environment is a hazardous working environment. Officers also conclude that in the
construction process for the offshore elements of the East Anglia ONE there are likely to
be impacts onshore that need to be appreciated and taken into account in undertaking
an environmental assessment. Construction of East Anglia ONE will require importation
of construction materials, machinery, tools and labour. Accessibility to the site will
therefore have to be considered and the likely impact environmental impact that it may
have and also impact on the local road network, congestion and noise.

Construction Noise Mitigation

Page 31 also demonstrates that construction activity is expected to continue for 24 hours
per day until construction is complete. It is recommended that an analysis of the
potential impact construction activity may have regarding the generation of noise and
disturbance to the local community noise is undertaken and/or forms part of the
environmental assessment.

Many thanks for your letter dated 1 October 2010 (received on 4 October 2010) giving our
Authority the opportunity to comment (at officer level) on the EIA Scoping Report for the
East Anglia ONE Offshore Windfarm (July 2010) and the supplementary information
regarding connection to the onshore electricity transmission network. In combination, the
reports comprehensively address the main issues raised by such a development proposal.

| should add that officers from both the Borough Council and Norfolk County Council held
a very informative meeting with representatives from ScottishPower Renewables on 18
June 2010, followed by a public exhibition hosted at the Imperial Hotel in Great Yarmouth
on 20 July 2010 at which many of the key partners were present.

Following this, our Authority did send comments (on 25 August 2010) to Helen Thompson
at ScottishPower Renewables regarding the EIA Scoping Report. It should be noted that
this pre-dated receipt of the supplementary information which you have provided and
which was also sent directly to us from ScottishPower Renewables on 1 October 2010.

Comments for Consideration

The baseline data for environmental issues appears to be sound and the consideration of
potential impacts upon marine wildlife (especially fish stocks) and the potential for
environmental damage (such as water and air quality) is clear.

East Anglian ONE Offshore Windfarm 28 October 2010

The onshore developments for the first phase East Anglia ONE Offshore Windfarm (the
subject of the Environmental Statement) should not raise any significant issues for the
Borough. The EIA Scoping Report does, however, confirm that it should be expected that
up to four export cables will be required for the wider East Anglia Array and that the cable
landfall and onshore components are likely to be in the East Anglia region. Having
reviewed a plan of the existing national grid network, it is conceivable that the onshore
components could be around the Great Yarmouth/Lowestoft area. Such cumulative
impacts associated with the development of the future East Anglia Array should be
addressed.

Another issue which could be of concern to the Borough is the issue of shipping and
navigation, as set out and discussed on pages 116-126 of the report. The Scoping Report
identifies potential problems relating to both of the options presented by the developer
(namely a diversion around the site or a site design allowing navigation through it). The
former could create the potential for collisions and would also involve a major overhaul of
the existing signals as well as a loss of sea space. The latter could create a danger to
subsea cables associated with the project. As this issue has been scoped, further details
are awaited with interest.

This is an important topic area because as the document points out, a wealth of merchant
shipping ventures into the area. This brings both trade and passenger ferry traffic, both of
which are considered to be extremely important to the future development of Great
Yarmouth’s economy.

At present, the site upon which the wind farm will be built allows commercial fishing
ventures to command an average annual landing of £858,742. Clearly this proposed
development will have an impact on this income stream, but can this be quantified?

The newly created outer harbour ‘East Port UK’ is expected to benefit from such a
significant proposal. However, there is little discussion of the economic benefits that the
proposed development could bring not only to East Port UK, but also to the wider sub-
region given the significant knowledge that exists in the offshore energy-sector in the area.

| hope these comments have proved useful and our Council very much looks forward to
receiving further details as they emerge.
